Together with your support, we’ve also raised over £1,200 this term for the other charities we
support each year: Macmillan Cancer Support and BBC Children in Need.

We raised over £4,000 from our Christmas Fair, including the income from the Curchods boards and
the Christmas tree sales. We're delighted by this fantastic amount and would like to say a big thank
you to everyone involved!
