Payment should be made online via ParentPay.  If you are not registered on ParentPay you may pay by cash or cheque, made 
payable to Fern Hill Primary School, which should be in a named envelope and handed to the office/class teacher.  Cash 
payments must be made to the school office and a receipt will be provided. 
 
If there are not sufficient funds by Christmas, the Year 6 Christmas Party will be parent-donated food, instead of 
pizza. The most expensive trip is Guildford Spectrum which will not happen if we do not receive sufficient 
contributions.
