Books must be in their book 
bags every day.

Over the next two weeks we will be 
reading with your child to assess 

them. As it is the first time we are 
reading with them, we will be taking 

this process slowly. Next week we will 
be giving each child two books to take 
home (one phonics book and one story 

book for you to share with them).
